The following information will need to be included in your book report.  Each section needs to be titled, and the information should be in the order listed below.

· Title of the book and author
· Main characters with a brief description of each character (2-3 sentences per character)(Separate each main character by bullets and/or underlining – do not write descriptions of main characters in one large paragraph.) 
· Setting – 3-5 sentences 
· Plot summary (3-4 paragraphs) 
· Lesson the author was trying to convey (overall theme of the story) (1-2 paragraphs) 

In addition, you will need to add a reflection section.  Each question should be identified and presented in the order listed below.   Each question should be answered with a minimum of 3-5 sentences.  Items that will need to be addressed are the following:

1. Did you enjoy the story?  Why or why not?  Explain.
2. What would you change about the story?  Why?  Explain.
3. Which character did you find the most appealing?  Why?  Explain.
4. Which character did you find the least appealing?  Why?  Explain.
